¶ Last Day of Term.  The last day of the school term for Year 9 into 10, and 10 into 11 students is Thursday, 22 July.  The school 

day will finish at 12.30pm.  Year 12 and 13 students will finish on Wednesday, 21 July.  

¶ Last Day of Term Travel Arrangements.  Buses to West Wight will leave from the school site departing at 12:35.  The buses 

will travel via two routes: Bus 1: Shorwell, Brighstone and Freshwater and Bus 2: Middle Road to Yarmouth, return via 

Shalfleet.  The use of either bus is open to all students.  Southern Vectis bus users are authorised to travel on standard 

timetabled services available from the appropriate bus stops, however Southern Vectis buses will not be available directly 

from the school site. 

¶ Lost Property.  Any un-named lost property left after the last day of term will be donated to charity. 

¶ Sixth Form Leavers.  All sixth form leavers must return their ID lanyards to the LRA before they leave.  If you have a 
temporary ID lanyard this must also be returned.  Failure to return these ID lanyards will result in a £5 charge. 

¶ Changes to Temporary Term Bus Tickets.  The school is now only permitted to issue students with a temporary term ticket if 

they have lost their term ticket within the school day.  This is with the proviso that they pay the £10 replacement fee the next 

school day.  If the student produces their original ticket at the house base the next school day they will not have to pay the 

fee, but they must surrender their temporary ticket to the house base staff to be returned to County Transport Section.
