¶ Last Day of Term.  The last day of the school term for Year 9 into 10, and 10 into 11 students is Thursday, 22 July.  The school day 

will finish at 12.30pm.  Buses will be available to take students home and details of the routes will be provided nearer the time.  

Year 12 and 13 students will finish on Wednesday, 21 July.  

¶ Confiscated items.  All non-uniform items which have been confiscated over the past year must be collected by Friday, 9 July from 

room 2.  Any items left after this date will be disposed of. 

¶ Changes to Temporary Term Bus Tickets. The school is now only permitted to issue students with a temporary term ticket if they 

have lost their term ticket within the school day. This is with the proviso that the student pays the £10 replacement fee the next 

school day. If the student produces their original ticket at the house base the next school day they will not have to pay the fee, but 

they must surrender their temporary ticket to the house base staff to be returned to County Transport Section.  

¶ Monday, 28 June to Friday, 2 July will be Healthy Living week for Year 9 students.  Students will follow normal lessons in the 

mornings and then specific sessions in the afternoons.  The sessions will be based around Hygiene; Healthy Eating (where students
