¶ Bus Changes - The Yar Bridge, Yarmouth will be closed from 09:00 Monday, 26 April until 17:00 Tuesday,  27 April for further 

essential maintenance, the following school services will be affected: Southern Vectis Route 94.  Due to the essential 

maintenance of the Yar Bridge, Yarmouth, the service 94 will operate the following revised route for the closure.  Tuesday 

mornings during the closures - The service will divert at the junction of Heathfield Road and Colwell Road, Freshwater, at 

which point the service will return through Freshwater Village, Afton Road, Newport Road and Wilmingham Lane, before 

serving Yarmouth, Bus Station.  Monday and Tuesday afternoons during the closures ς The service will operate the same 

diversionary route in the opposite direction.  For students living between west of the Yar Bridge, Yarmouth and the junction 

at the Colwell Road end of Heathfield Road, Freshwater, will need to access the service 94 at either the bus stop at the top of 

Heathfield Road or at Yarmouth Bus Station.
